Every day is a new battle for 
the human body as microscopic
intruders try to muscle their way 

in. What specialized cells and organs
are there to resist them? This program clearly
and concisely maps out the complicated human
immune system, explaining both how it keeps
the body healthy and what happens to the body
if it malfunctions—or, even worse, if it shuts
down completely.
